A Resolution of the Town of Wilbur Town Council providing a one-time credit to all Wilbur water utility customers for water conservation during the 2015 drought.
WHEREAS, the State of Washington experienced a significant drought in 2015; and

WHEREAS, this drought had a substantial negative impact on the water resources for the Town of Wilbur; and 

WHEREAS, the Wilbur City Council and Mayor called upon the Wilbur water utility customers to voluntarily reduce outdoor water use; and

WHEREAS, the majority of the Wilbur water utility customers voluntarily reduced their outdoor watering as requested;  and 

WHEREAS, by voluntarily reducing water consumption, the Wilbur water utility customers protected the available water resources; 
NOW THEREFORE, THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF WILBUR, WASHINGTON DOES HEREBY RESOLVE:

Section 1. A one-time credit of 10% of the base fee for water for the month of September, 2015 shall be given to all Wilbur water customers.  The credit shall be applied to the October, 2015 billing.
